When the guarantor indicates that he/she cannot make payments as indicated above, designated personnel listed above may negotiate an acceptable alternative agreed upon by both parties.  Payment terms will be entered in the hospital computer system and failure to comply may result in more stringent collection practices including but not limited to, an arrangement to pay missed term payments.
